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The three objectives of the research were (1) to examine vocational students’
level of social responsibility, (2) to identify the factors related to their social
responsibility, and (3) to point out the problems as suggestions about building
respohsibility. A questionnaire was used to collect the data from 313 vocational
students. The total of 312 copies of the questionnaire were returned. SPSS for Windows
was used for data analysis. Frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation were
employed to describe the data while t-test, F-test and Pearson Correlation were used to
test the hypotheses. The findings were summed up as follows :

1. General Sackground information. Most of the students were male. They were
19-20 years old. More than half were Muslims. They studied at Pattani Vocational
College, Pattani Technological College and Pattani Occupational Training College.
More than one third of the students attended sports activities. Most them joined
activities only once.

2. Social responsibility. Overall, the students were responsible for the society at
a rather high level. When individual dimensions were considered, they were found to be
responsible for society frequently in 2 dimensions — i.e., participation in cultural
conservation and observation of laws or rules and regulations — and from time to time in
2 dimensions - i.e., respect of one’s own right and others’ right and contributions to

society.

3. Overall, the levels of social refinement, realization and expectation for
rewards were all found to be at a rather high level.

4. When the hypotheses wore tested, sex, age and educational institution were
found to be significantly related to their social responsibility at the 0.05 level. Social
refinement, realization and expéctation for rewards were positively related to their social
responsibility at the 0.01 level.

Recommendations

Educational institutions should urge the volunteer camping ciub or other clubs

-aiming at helping society should play a role in encouraging students to participate in
helping society. Students who do good deeds and bring about a good regulation to
their colleges should be given citations on appropriate occasions so that other students
will recognizé them. Educational institutions should have stricter measures in controlling
students’ behavior. Senior students should warn younger ones and friends should warn

friends if the latter are inclined to do some bad things.
