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The purpose of the study was twofold : 1) to find out the attitude of the Employees of

the Port Authority of Thailand toward the Government Policy on Legal Lottery, and 2) to

'identify the factors influencing their attitude toward the policy.

A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 200 empioyees of the Port

Authority of Thailand in Klongtoey District, Bangkok. Frequency, percentage, mean, and

standard deviation were used to describe the data and t-test and F-test to test the

hypotheses.

The findings were briefly stated as follows:

1.

Most of the employees in the study were male. They were 41-45 years old and
were married. They had a Bachelor's degree and their positions were in Levels
4-6. The monthly salary was 10,001-25,000 baht.

The majority of the samples used to buy legal lottery tickets 3 last digits and 2
last digits of the first prize. They buy legal lottery tickets 3-4 times a year or once
a month. They preferred 2-digit lottery tickets. And most of them had so far
never won any prize.

The samples received news about legal lottery from printed media most-less
than twice a month. ‘

The employees of the Port Authority of Thailand were found to have a

moderately positive attitude toward the legal lottery policy.

When the hypotheses were tested, it was found that gender a}ud incomve
significantly affected their attitude toward the legel lottery policy, where as age,
marital status, education, work position, frequency of purchase, frequency of
winning a lottery price and receiving related information were all found to have

no impact on their attitude toward the government policy on legal lottery.

Recommendations

1.

More publications on legal lottery should be carried out to make people have a
good impression about the legal lottery policy.

lllegal or underground lottery should be severely suppressed. Also, part of the
revenue from selling legal lottery tickets should be spent on social assistances
more than before to alleviate current social problems.

The amount of Jack-pot prize should be increased and the buyers should
receive a discount of some percentage. They should be allowed to buy lottery
tickets on credit so that they more people will buy legal 2 and 3 digit lottery

tickets instead of indulgence in underground lottery.
