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This research aims at studying 1) the concerned people’s realization and protection
of Thai silk wisdom, 2) stages and results or Thai silk wisdom protection, 3) appropriate
methods for the protection of Thai silk wisdom according to the concerned people’s
perception.

It is a qualitative study, employing the in — depth interview technique for data
collection from 21 key - informants representing those working or earning living from
Thai silk activities at the community level and government officials concemed. Data
obtained were later analyzed by logical context description and descriptive statistics.

Results of the study can be briefly presented below :

1. The key — informants’ realization of Thai silk wisdom protection appear
relatively weak regardless of different in educational and experience background. This is
because they are not aware of the problem ; receive very little information on this matter.
In addition, a Thai national character with positive attitude toward foreigners, receiving
them with friendly manner, no intention to hide what we have or achieve.

2. No measures or stages of protection of Thai silk wisdom reported from the
key — informants interviewed. They do not clearly comprehend the laws of intellectual

property protection. Some who know something about it, think it is a complicated matter

and it is not necessary to do this.

3. An appropriate way to protect Thai silk wisdom is by applying the Intelligence
Property Protection Low. The government should let the people concerned know about
this and help them to use it the protect their local wisdom property effectively.

Among recommendations emerged are the government should lay town the policy
on this matter clearly including carrying on the public relation extensively and effectively
in order to preserving local as well as national inheritance for the benefit of the Thai

people as a whole.
