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The purpose of the study was twofold : (1) to examine the potentiality of monk
education management of the Formal Education Section of the Tripitaka Schools : A Case
Study of Songkhla Province (2) to identify the problems and constraints in monk education
management. Three institutions for monk education in Songkhla Province were purposively
selected for the study. A questionnaire was employed to collect the data and frequency,
percentage and mean were used to describe the data.

The findings were summarized below.

1. The institutions for monk education in Songkhla Province were ready at a high
level in terms of the number of teaching staff, work division and assignment, and direction
(;=2.33, 2.40 and 3.00, respectively).

2. These institutions were ready at a moderate level in terms of office and
classroom buildings, material and facilities ; and institutional structure (;=1.67 and 2.16
out of 3).

3. However, these institutions were ready at a low level in terms of finance. The

mean was only 1.33 out of 3.

Recommendations

1. The government or the public agencies, including the monks should support a
temple that runs the Tripitaka Schools by providing the student monks with accommodation
and financial assistance.

2. The monk education institutions should exchange their experiences in the
tripitaka school operation by holding conferences to exchange the views or taking study
tours to each other

3. The monk education institutions should work proactively by building a good
relationship with the community so that community people will take part in monk education
management.

4. The teaching staff should be academically developed to upgrade their knowledge

about evaluation and arrangement activities for students.
