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This research aims at studying social capital characters existing within a
community; the methods of bringing the social capital for utilization leading to sustainable
development; problems and ways to correct them for perpetual community development.
It is a qualitative study using the in-depth interview with 15 key-informants comprising
local leaders and villagers. Data collected were organized and analysed with logical
context description and descriptive statistics.

Results of the study are briefly presented below:

1. The characters of the community social capital reflect mutual trust and highly
concern and care for each other; they are consciously working for the community as
a whole, respect community tradition and having joint decision; kins and relatives form
important network; shared learning group with less economic tie.

2. Methods of bringing the social capital to use for community development
emphasize participation, cultural model and promotion of learning process leading to
sustainable development.

3. Problems obstacles and corrective measures recommended to promote and

taking the social capital to use for perpetual community development are the habit of

relying on the government’s assistance, and the economic structure which still relies on the
market mechanism.
Among recommendations emerged are development workers should consider

community culture seriously and community participation should he emphasized
