The four objectives of the study were

Local Administration Department's Model and Based on the Community Model ;

2. to compare the factors influencing the opinion on democracy between the
two types of communities;

3. to compare the leader's mission between the two types of communities; and.

4. to compare the level of participation between the two types of communities.

The subjects included 26 people who had an cfficial pesition in Civil Society
Based on the Local Administration Department's Model and 14 tambon headmen and
vilage headmen in Tambon Lampoo, Muang District, Narathiwat Province, six women
from the woman group, 5 persons from each of the following groups : the youth group,
the saving group, the occupational group, the chilciren and youth development group,
the farmer group, the religions leader group, the local wisdom leader group and the
village public health volunteer group. There were 90 subjects in total. A questionnaire
was employed to collect the data.

The findings were summarized below.

1. Both types of communities agreed and accepted changes in the community
(96.7%). The community people participated to solve the common problems (98.0%).
Like their ancestors who lived there for 21-60 years, they had a tie with the community.

Most did not thipk of migrating elzewhere  Only a few wanted to more aut. There were
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about 10% of Civil Society Based on the Local Administration Department’'s Model that
had people who wanted to migrate. Most of the community people loved their
communities and sacrifice themselves for the communities. For example, they
participated in school activities by serving in the school committee, in religious activities,
and others.

2. Overall, they strongly agreed with democracy (3(=3.12-3.16). That is, the
community members had full freedom to express their opinions. The community
believed in human dignity. They also believed that democracy brought about
constructive ideas Based on the Community Model had a stronger belief that working in
teams, rather than working individually, could contribute to success. In short, both types
of communities had no difference in their opinion on democracy.

3. The Civil Society Based on the Local Administration Department’'s Model had
an opinion on the leader's mission at a higher level than Local Administration
Department's Model.

4, Regarding participation, it was found that Civil Society Based on the Local
Administration Department Model had a “high” opinion while Based on the Community
Model had a “moderate” opinion, in tabling community problems at the meetings and in
the usefulness of the development plan set by the tambon administrative organization
because they met the commUnity‘s needs.

5. When the hypotheses were tested, the opinions on democracy and
participation of both types of communities were not significantly different. On the
contrary, a significant difference was found betweep them in the leader's mission. That
is, the Civil Society Based on the Local Administration Department's Model had a
“higher” opinion in this aspect thant its counterpart.

6. The operational problems were inadequate public relations to make people
know about the importance and usefulness of Civil Society. Also, the proposed
community projects still primarily supported the cliques, violating democracy.
Therefore, problem-solving was delayed and the problems were ignored. Meetings
were rarely held so the work was done inconsistently. The direction of the problems was

not clear’ accordingly, the bargaining power was little. There was hardly cooperation

form government officials.



Recommendations 181352

1. Loyalty to the community. Occupational training or a seminar should be held
concerning occupations and the village fund. The community people should be given
advice on how to use the loans to get the highest benefit. The poverty problem should
be solved continuously. When their economic status became better, the community
people would have more loyalty to the community.

2. Pride. The appointed Civil-Society should people should be informed of the
activities of different groups so that they would join the activities and express their
opinions about them, which could serve the needs of people in that community.

3. A government agency should be assigned to be directly responsible for
giving knowledge about the appended Civil Society so that they would spread the
knowledge to village civil society should build a good tri with village civil society and
provide the with an opportunity to.attend the meetings to help solve the community
problems.

4. The village civil society should be regularly given related useful information
because this would contribute to higher participation. Therefore, the government agency

should emphasize communication and dissemination of news/information to community

people.
