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1. ‘to evaluate the training of the Moral and Ethics Camps Project for pupils in grade 6

The objectives of the study were as follow :

pupils at Pechthanom School In Ladphrao district , Bangkok ;
2. to identify the problems and obstacles in training the grade 6 pupils on moral and ethics,
A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 180 employees in grade 6 who joined
the project. SPSS/PC was used to process the data . The descriptive statistics, i.e.,frequency ,

percentage , mean and standard deviation , were used to describe the data.

The findings were summarized below.

1. General characteristic of the sample . The female pupils were 1.5 times as many as the
male ones. They were 12 years old and were Buddhists. Their parents were engaged in general
employment and had a monthly income of 5,000 — 10,000 baht. Most of the pupils lived with their
parents. The parents. finished high school, vocational school or highér vocation school . The
majority of the pupils used to receive. training of this sort before,

2. Overall, the pupils considered the moral and ethics camp project highly appropriate in
every aspect. ,i.e., input , process and outcome.

2.1 Input the input was highly appropriate. The highest mean score was facilities,

followed by the venue and the training period , respectively.

2.2 Process The process was highly appropriate. The highest mean score was monk
trainers, followed by training methods and contents activities ,respectively.
2.3 Output The output was highly appropriate. The highest mean score was

usefulness for leading one’s life, followed by usefulness for oneself ,and usefulness for others.

Recommendations

1. The training hall and the dining room should be layer; or else , the number of train
should be limited .

2. The training period should be longer because the training process emphasizes pupil’s
participate and practice. ‘

3. The school should hold a training course on moral and ethics for the pupils continuously
so that they can use it in their daily life.

4. The school administrators should support the invitation of monk and novices to train the

pupils on Buddhism so that they will closer to the Buddhist teachings.
