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The purposes of this research concerning health centers’workers in Nakhon Pathom province were :
1) Tostudy the health workers’ knowledge level in respect of universal precautions, infections diseases
perception, anxiety among health workers about infectious diseases, health centers supports, and universal
precaution behaviors. 2) To compare the health workers’ universal precaution behaviors in regard to sexes,
education background, marital status, working duration in the health centers, accidental experiences gained
from service performance. 3) To study factors influencing universal precaution behaviors of health
centers’ workers . Samples comprised of two hundred and twelve health workers in health centers, derived by the
randomly stratified sampling technique. Fabricated questionnaires were employed to collect data. The
analysis of the data was performed by the techniques namely t-test, One-Way ANOVA and the Stepwise
multiple regression.

The findings were as follows :

1. Universal precautions behaviors of health centers’ workers and the infections diseases perception
were high. The knowledge in respect of universal precautions, the anxiety among health workers about
infectious diseases and the health centers supports were average.

2. The comparison of the universal precaution behaviors of the health workers revealed the
significantly statistical difference at alevel of .05 among sexes and working duration in the health centers,
whereas different were not found among education background, marital status, and accidental experiences
gained from service performance.

3. Infections diseases perception, anxiety among health workers about infectious diseases,
knowledge in respect of universal precautions and health centers :upports were the predictors of universal

precautions behaviors of the health workers at 36.1 %, with a statistical significant level of .001.
