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The two objectives of the study were (1) to examine the : People’s Attitude toward
Thailand Health Security Program, and (2) to identify the factors influencing their attitude toward

it.

The questionnaires were collected from 100 peoples of health stations and 100 peoples
from 3 Hospitals in Thamai District, Chanthaburi Province. The statistics for data analysis were

frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test.

The findings were summed up below.

1. Most of the peoples in the study were female and were lower than 35 years. They were
had no cducation / completed primary school. Most of them were farmer / fisherman, married and
had an income of lower than 5,000 bath. The data people life in house about 4-6 peoples, domicile
and address in Thamai District, Chanthaburi Province, the years of service 2002-2004, serviced

about 1-10 times and the other had no protect of health.

2. The peoples were found to have a moderately positive attitude toward Thailand Health

Security Program.

3. When the hypothesis were tested, the factors found to be significantly related to
their attitude Thailand Health Security Program were marital status, income and the data of
service. On the contrary, age, education, occupation, the data people life in house, domicile,
address the other protect of health and knowledge and understanding of Thailand Health Security

Program had no influence over their attitude toward Thailand Health Security Program.
