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The three objectives of the study were 1) to examine people's participation in
forest resource conservation in the reforestation area in honor of the King in Tambon
Rimkhong, Chiang Khong District, Chiangrai Province, 2) to identify the factors reiated
to their participation in forest resource conservation, and 3) to reveal their problems in
participation in this activity. The questionnaires were distributed to 160 people in the
area to fill out. Frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation were used to

describe the data, and t-test and F-test (One-Way ANOVA) to test the hypotheses.

The findings were briefly stated as follows :

Most of the samples were male and were 20 — 30 years old. About half
completed primary education. The majority were farmers and had no social position.
Nearly half earned a yearly income of 20,000 - 29,999 baht and owned 1 - 5 rai of iand.
Most joined a social group in locality.

As a whole, the sample strongly agreed with the implementation of the project of

reforestation in honor of the King.
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The frequency of receiving news about the project and social support in the area
were found to be moderate.

Overall, people’ s participation in forest resource conservation was found to be °
moderate. The aspect in which they participated most was problem analysis, followed
by planning or setting plans, implementation, and follow-up and evaluation, respectively.

The factors significantly affecting their participation in forest resource
conservation were education, joining a social group, opinion on the project of
reforestation in honor of the King, frequency in receiving related news, and social
support, respectively.

Problems and obstacies There was still problems of coordination between the
people and the officers, forest encroachment, and farmers’ use of chemical substances

resulting in chemical residue and deterioration of the forest.

Recommendations

1. The organization responsible for the reforestation project should give -
importance to coordination between the governmént and the private sector to support
the project implementation academically and financially with enough personnel, in order
to solve the problem of land use urgently.

2. Public relations about the project of reforestation in honor of the King should
be increased through different types of media. Also, the social groups in the area
should be promoted to play a social role in conserving forest resources.

3. People in the area should be trained to have a correct knowledge and
understanding of forest resource conservation so that they would realize the value of
forest resources and the importance of conserving forest.

4. People should be encouraged to participate in all levels and steps of forest
resource conservation by promoting cooperation among communities and by expanding

the forest resource conservation network.
