The three objectives of the study were

1. to find out the level of political participation of the officers under the Rural
Highway Office 8 in Nakornsawan Province,

2. to identify the factors affecting their political participation,

3. to make some recommendations on increasing their political participation

The total of 95 copies of the questionnaire were collected from the officials under
the Rural Highway Office 8 in Nakornsawan Province. The statistics for data analysis were
perceitage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test

The findings were summarized below.

1. Most of the respondents were males, aged 36-45 and were married. They earned
at least a Bachelor's degree and had a monthly income of 10,001-20,000 Baht. This
hometown was Nakornsawan Province. They had never contacted any political party.

2. Most of them joined the village scout group. Overall, they received political news
at a high level. They also had a good knowledge and understanding about elections.

3. As a whole, they participated in politics at a high level. When the individual
components were considered separately, persuading others to talk about politics had the
highest mean, following by listening to political news, and following the canvass of
politicians, receptively. Operation of political activities had the lowest mean, after contact

for expressing politicat opinions.
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4. The factors significantly affecting the officials’ participation in politics were
education, receiving political news, and knowledge and understanding about elections. On
the contrary, sex, age, marital status, monthly income, hometown and social group
membership were found to have no impact on their political participation.

Recommendations

1. As it was found that the officials received political news from TV most, the
government should spread political knowledge through this channel most because it wés a
very popular type of mass media.

2. The officials followed political news and movement form newspapers at a rather
low level. The night be because the office did not subscribe newspapers. Therefore, it was
recommended that a budget be set to purchase newspapers for all to read.

3. Also, the officials discussed and made comments on politics with their colleagues
least. Therefore, the superior should encourage them to have political discussions to
exchange their opinions in the office.

4. As some officials participated in politics by expressing their opinions thorough
mass media, the superior should make it clear to them about the right in expressing
opinions under the Constitution so that they would have a correct understanding about it. |

5. Because the officials with higher education participated more in politics; therefore
the superior should support the officials to further their studies.

6. Because the difference in access to political information contributed to the
different degrees of political participation, the superior should provide the officials with more
opportunity to receive political news. He might for example subscribe daily neWspapers.

7. The officials with different degree of knowledge and understanding about
elections participated in politics at a different level. Therefore, the superior should provide
them with a training course or seminar to increase their knowledge and understanding of

elections. A officers from the Election Committee might be invited as a guest speeder.
