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The three objectives of the study were : 1) to identify the factor related to the
people’s participation in revitalization and conservation of the Rangsit canal, 2) to reveal
the problems in revitalization and conservation of the Rangsit Canal, and 3) to find out
the level of people’s participation in revitalization of conservation of Rangsit Canal.
Accidental sampling was used to select sample of 200 people from 4 villagesin Tambon
Bunggyeetho, Thanyaburi District. An interview schedule was used to collect the data
percentage, mean, standard deviations was employed to describe the percentage, mean,
standard deviations was employed to describe the data, and t—test and F —test (One —
way ANOVA) to test the hypotheses.

General information of the subject. Most of the subjects were male (51.0%). The
average age was not more than 30 years (38.0%). Most of them had a Bachelor’s degree (59.5%).
Most were company employees (35.5%) and had a monthly income of 20,000 — 30,000
baht (31.5%). The most important source of information was their neighbors (49.0%). They
had a moderate knowledge and understanding about revitalization and conservation of the
Rungsit Canal (62.5%). There were five aspects of participation that were considered. The
people participated very little in identifying problems (X =1.48), setting a plan (X =1.42),
gaining benefits (X =1.88), and evaluation (X = 1.44). However, they were found to
participated in implementation at a moderate level (X =2.21).

The factors significantly related to the people’s participation in revitalizing and

conserving the Rungsit canal at the 0.05 level were age, income, martial status,
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occupation, getting information, and knowledge and understanding about revitalization and
conservation of the, Rungsit canal. In contrast, sex and education had no relationship with
their participation in this activity.

Recommendations.

1. Public relations work should be strengthened. The members of the tambon
administrative organization should urgently coordinate with community leaders in the area
and publicize the information about the activity though all sorts of mass media.

2. The people should be trained to understand the causes of water pollution and
its effects.

3. Attempts should be made to have peéple participate in all aspects of
revitalization and conservation of the Rungsit canal. The people should be given an
opportunity to express there opinion about it. Opinion boxes should be available to learn
about their opinions and complaints

4. Cooperation should be sought from the public and the private sectors in the
local area so that they will be enough manpowered, equipment and money to carry this

activity.
