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The objectives of this research are 1) to study factors affecting the success of

implementing the “People’s Voluntary Forest Planting Project in aspects of people’s

participation and local organization's co-operation including that of state sector; 2) to study

problems and problem-solving by state sectors and people for this project. 400 samples

were systematically selected from the people of Tambon Tha Sai and Tambon Pa Or Don

Chai, Muang District, Chieng Rai Province. Questionnaire is used as a major tool for data

collection; statistics for data analysis comprise percentage, mean, standard deviation,

t-test and F-test.

Findings of the study are:

1.

The level of success of the project in aspects of people’s participation and
local and state organizations’ co-operation, as a whole are at the moderate
level.

Factors relating to the success of the project are occupation, education
attainment, social status, knowledge and comprehension of the project, being

active in conservative development of the forest resource and opinion on

conservation of the forest resource. Factors not relating to the success of the
project are sex and age.

Problems encountered are 1) community leaders make decision alone; 2) local
organizations do not support the project sufficiently in funding and equipments;
3) state organizations do not support the project continuously, irregular public
relation work; 4) other problems are conflicting land area with the national

forest reservation and different interpretation of the project’s operation.

The researcher recommends for improve the project's operation, for example,

training the people for better understanding of systematic forest conservation, among

others.
