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The two objectives of the study were (1) to examine the behavior of motorcycle racers on the
highway of the male students in Buddhamonthon District, Nakomprathom Province, an (2) to identify
the factors affecting the behavior of motorcycle racers on the highway. The data were collected from
231 male students. Percentage, mean and standard deviation were used to describe the data, and t-test
snd F-test to test the hypotheses.

The findings were summed up as follows:

1. General information about the sample. Most of the respondents in the study were male.
They were 15-18 year old. Most of them (58.9%) were high school students, followed by secondary
school students, and vocational/higher vocational school students, respectively. About 74.5% had a

; éPA of lower than 3.00. Their fathers were engaged in general employment and small trade (69.3).
Most parents lived together (70.6%) and the students lived in the family in which there were both
father and mother (86.1%). The average monthly allowance was 3,800 baht per month.

2. Behavior of motorcycle racers on the highway. The behaviors of the motorcycle racers
were all found to be moderate ; enjoyment (X = 2.48), imitation (X = 2.61), recognition from the
peer group (X= ?.58), desire and reward (X = 2.58), and the overall behavior (X = 2.57).

3. Factors affecting and not affecting the behavior. The factors found to have an impact
on their behavior were age, education, family status, experience in motorcycle-riding for competition,
receiving related news and information. That is, the school students who were more than 18 year

old had this behavior more than students who were 15-18 years old. The vocational/higher vocational

school students had this behavior more than high school students. Noticeably, there was no
difference in behavior of high school students and secondary school students. Nest, the male students
who parents lived together had this behavior more than those whose parents were divorced or were
winidows/widowers. This was perhaps because the number of students whose parents were divorced
or were windows/widowers was smaller.

* 'he students who had more experience in motorcycle-races had this behavior more than their
counterparts. The students who received more related news and information had this behavior more
than those who received less related news and information.

The factors that had no impact on their behavior were GPA, father’s occupation, mother’s
occupation, the family’s living together, average allowance, and knowledge and understanding about

motorcycle races.

Recommendations

Motorcycle races on the highway have been a long practice in Thai society. It is one way for
Thai teenagers to show off. Therefore, the researcher made the following recommendations.

1. The agency concerned should have a standard motorcycle race ground for them. A formal
schedule should be set for motorcycle among teenagers should be legalized. There should be a prize
for the winner. This sports should be promoted so that they can be the nation’s representative to
compete in the international area.

2. The police must strictly enforced the low and arrested those who are involved in
motorcycle races on the highway. They must do so at the place prepared for them only. Also, some
safety advices and equipment should be available. The parents must pay closer attention to their
children. |

3. A school to teach about how to ride a motorcycle safety should be set up. It should also

teach the learners how to use different devices and equipment and issue them an official motorcycle

race permit.
