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This research comprises the following objectives; 1. to study the human trade
victims’ perception in attempting to maintain their dignity ; 2. to study the victims’
behavior in attempting to maintain their dignity; 3. to study problem and obstacles in
attempting to maintain dignify, needs including recommendation to promote human
dignity of the victims.

It is a qualitative study by using the in-depth interview technique for data
collection from 15 key-informants. Data analysis is done with logical‘ context
description and descriptive statistics.

Findings of the study can be summarized below:

1. Most of key-informants do not perceive human dignity as an important issue
for the human trade victims; no attempt ever made to protect their dignity whether in

the forms of related information or law enforcement. They evaluate their value lower

than expected.

2. In behavioral aﬁpect, there are some evidences of attempting to maintain
human dignity, e.g., trying to escape from being captive. However , since most victims
are weak and immature; they are aliens who enter the country illegally just to get
some income to live on, it is therefore very hard for them to maintain their dignity. -

3. Among problems and obstacles found are the outer world does not recognize

their problems; they do not receive treatment with the same standard of the full-fridge

citizen of the country.
