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The Objectives of this research are 1) to study the peoples’ perception on saving; 2) to
study the peoples’ saving behavior ; 3) to study problems and trends of saving including
recommendations for saving from the people working of Patumwan District.

It is a qualitative research collecting data from documents, observation and in-depth
interview of 15 key-informants. Data analysis is done with logical context description and
descriptive statistics.

Findings of the study can be summarized as follows:

1. The best way for saving is t;y depositing the money with commercial banks because it
is more secure, convenient services, and good returns ; other form of saving, gaining more
acceptance is life insurance.

2. People think of saving as a necessary measure for future security, particularly in case
of sickness or old-age. Economic crisis in B.E. 2540 made many' people realize the necessity of
saving increasingly.

3. Perception on saving relates to the convenience of services given by monetary
agencies more than other things, including the fastness of services,

Saving behavior follows people’s perception on saving, i.e., they deposit money with the
bank, followed by life insurance.

An important problem for saving is more expenditure than income resulting in no money
left for saving.

Trends of saving rely heavily on income; the more income they have, the more saving

will be.

Among recommendations emerged, the government should campaign for more saving,
