This research comprises 3 objectives, i.e, 1. to study Buddhist monks’
participation in religions affaires; 2. to study factors affecting to the participation and 3.
to study the monks’ opinion and suggestion on ca@ing on the religions activities.

The samples for this study are 200 Buddhist monks living in various Wat at Don
Muang District Bangkok. A major tool for data collection is questionnaire: statistics used
for data analysts are percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F - test.

Findings of the study reveal the followings:

1. The majority of examples are between 20-30 years old, having been ordained
not more than 5 years; newly ordained monks complete only primary education, Dhamma
leaming not yet received, most of them being ordinary monks, no positions. However,
they hold positive attitude toward haw)ing religious activities.

2. The majority of samples participate in the religioﬁs affaire considerable low in
all aspects studied, i.e., in administrative, educational, propagation, promotional and
environment, art and culture conservational and in social welfare aspects.

3. From hypotheses testing, Factors relating to the monk’s participation in
religions activities are age, monks of year ordained, level of Dhamma learning, level of

education, position in the Wat are significantly related to the participation in religious
