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The objectives of this research are 1) to study the people’s perception on violence in the
family to children and women in this society; 2) to study causes and impacts of the violence; 3) to
find ways for prevention and convection the problem.

It is a qualitative study with documentary as well as field research employing the in-
depth interview technique for key-informants selected properly from concemned government
agencies, NGO, including those having experiences about violence within the family.

Results of the study reveal the key-informants’ perception of family violence being
“silent culture” derived from attitude, values, custom, traditional culture, socio-economic
condition including child rearing and training method experienced by the actors. Forms of violent
action to children and women within a family include verbal insults; physical beating and sexual
abuse, among others. However, the perception on preventive and corrective measures seems not
serious in the sense that it is a family affair.

Causes of the violence within a family derived mainiy from the value of male superiority,
socio-economic condition, child rearing and training method without proper training in morality
and role performance and other people’s right and law abiding.

Among preventive and corrective masseurs recommended are the government should pay
more affective to this problem and formulate the policy that can be implemented to solve the

problem readily, including lightening the law enforcements and people education.

At the community level, constructive activities should be encoverages and organiszed

jointly by state and proivate agencies.
