The three objectives of the study were : (1) to examine th: degree of participation of
singers, musicians, actors and actresses and solving the problem of drug addiction among children
and youths ; (2) to identify the factors related to their degree of participation in the issue ; and (3)
to point out the problems and obstacles of their participation in drug prevention and solution.

A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 100 singers, actors and actresses
under GMM Grammy (Public) Co., Ltd. Who were selected by Purposive sampling. The
descriptiv: and inferential statistics to analyze the data were frequency, percentage, mean,
standard deviation, t-test and F-test (One-Way ANOVA).

The findings were summed up as follows:

1) Most of the subjects in the study were males, aged 21-30, had a Bachelor’s degree,
were single, and were singers and musicians. Most earned an ircome of higher than 30,000 a
month. Overall, they had a moderate knowledge and understanding about drugs. The channel
from which they received iniormation about drugs most was television. They agreed with the
campaign against drug addiction among children and youths.

2) As a whole, the subjects were found to participate in drug prevention and solution at a
low level. The dimensions in which they took part at a low level were identifying the root causes
of the problems and implementing drug prevention and solution campaign, while they
participated in determining the problems and the plan and following up the implementation at a

very low level.
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3) The factors significantly related to their participation in preventing and solving the
drug problem among children and youths were occupation and income. In contrast, the factors
* that hac'l no relationship with their degree of participation were sex, age, education, marital status,
knowledge and understanding about drugs, access to related information, and opinion on drug

preventibn and solution.

Recommendations

Policy implications GMM Grammy (Public) Co., Ltd., shou!d realize the importance of
singers, musicians, actors and actresses participating in drug prevention and solution more than
before. It should continuously educate them about the drug problem so that they will pay closer
attention to the problem and will be willing to participate in the campaign. Rewards and
admiration should be given to these who are good models for children and youths and who
participate in fighting this problem. Equally important are some measures to severely punish
those who were indulged in drugs. These measures should be strictly enforced.

Operational implications singers, musicians, actors and actresses are public people and
are those that children and youths want to follow. Therefore, they should behave will and must
not be induiged in drugs. They should, on the contrary, find some time to acquire addition
knowledge about drugs and give advice to children and youth on how to avoid drug abuse.
