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Immunization from Drug Addiction of Secondary School Students: A Case Study
of Chonburi School “ Suk Bot” Chonburi Province the two objectives of the study were
(1) to examine the immunization from drug addiction of secondary school students, and
(2) to identify the factors affecting the immunization from drug addition of secondary

school students.

A questionnaire was employed to gather the data from 360 secondary school
students from Chonburi School “Suk Bot™ in Chonburi Province. They were selected by
purposive sampling. Percentage, mean and standard derivation were used to describe

the data, and t-test and F-test to test the hypothesis.
The findings were summed up as follows :

1. General characteristics of the sample the member of male students was the
same as the female ones. They were 11-15 years old and were in Mathayam suksa 1-
3 .Most of the students got an allowance of 100-300 baht per work. More than half had
a GPA of more than 2.50 |

2. These secondary school students were found to have high immunization.
Also, the expects of immunization of the drug problem, realization of the importance of

the drug problem, and rejection of drugs.

3. The factors significantly influencing their immunization from drug addiction
were gender, GPA and relationship with follow students. That is, the female students

had higher immunization than the male ones. These who had a higher GPA then 2.51
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had higher immunization than those who had a lower GPA . Lastly, these who had a
closer relationship with their fellow students had higher immunization than their

counterparts.

Recommendations

1. The Father, the mother ,or the parent(s) must pay close attention to the
student’s learning . They should support them to do academic activities and other
useful ones so that they will have a broader horizon , thus beings immunized from drug

addiction.

2. The father, the mother ,or the parent(s) ,including the teachers should
convince to find some way to prevent the students from drugs both at home at school.
They should encourage them to do same productive activities that are useful for their
health and intellect. Such activities will give them an opportunity to meet their peers and
work together, thus building a good relationship among them, Lastly , the father, the
mother ,or the parent(s) must teach the student what kind of person he/she should

keep as friends. And see that the student does not have bad persons as friends.

3. The School must teach the students about drugs, especially the harmful
effects of drugs as that the students will have fear and will not want to try any drug,
Also, they most be taught how to avoid taking drugs if other purple personal them to

try it.
