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This study intended to know 2 objectives

1. The views of the Thai businessmen in the upper north towards the Thai - Sino
trading policy, and the readiness of the Thai Government

2. Active factors that mastermind the upper north businessmen to the Thai - Sino
trading and the readiness of the Thai Government in its parts.

The populations of this study are the 34 upper north businessmen and 4
businessmen who have experiences in investment in China. The means of the study are
1) the questionnaires; independent variables are the knowledges and understandings of
trading scopes, readiness of the Thai Government, trends of changes, dependent
variables : the views of the upper north Thai businessmen towards the Thai — Sino
commerce and activities of the Thai Government 2) deeply interviewing Thai
businessmen on the topic of the Thai — Sino trading. For data analysis; use narratively
method and logically decode afforded deep data.

Results of the study

1. knowledges and understandings about China

The upper - north Thai businessmen have medium knowledge and
understandings concerning Chinese geography, economy, sociology, politics and

cultures.
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2. knowledge and understanding in trading scopes
in general, the Thai businessmen in the upper — north have satisfied
knowledges in several trading scopes, especially about the World Trade Organization
(WTO), the Association of South East Asian Nations (ASEAN), and high degree in the
Asia — Pacific Economic Cooperation (APEC).
3. Thailand's Readiness
The upper — north Thai businessmen have their views about the government
and businessmen'’s readiness as medium.

4. Trends to changes

The Thai businessmen think that trends to changes in the future tend to be
good at high degree.

5. Views towards the Thai — Sino trading policy and the readiness of the Thai
side.

The upper — north businessmen have in their ideas that, in general, the Thai
government is ready but they are interested in the Great Mekong Sub - regions
economy more than the Thai- Sino free trade.

Initiations

1. The Government should promote small entrepreneurs.

2. The Government should promote the provincial bureaus to provide
necessary know — how for the new businessmen.

3. The entrepreneurs must seek for all knowledges and dare to invest.
