This research comprises 3 objectives,i.e., 1) to study the origin of operational
network of the Borders Patrol Police, 2) to study forms of the network, 3 to find out
problems and obstacles in creating such a network.

If is a qualitative study using the in-depth interview technique for data collection ;
18 key-informants the Border Patrol Unit 43 and relevant persons were interviewed
in-depth for this purpose in addition to documentary study , and obserVation. Data
collected were later analyzed by logical context description with the help of descriptive
statistics.

Results of the study can be summarized as follows :

1. The origin of the Border Patrol Police’s network for development and
people assistance for national security derived from the police’s experiences in roaming
the border and difficult areas with people’s problems and difficulties in living ; they
decided to help the people in the fields of education, healthcare services and quality of
life development ; the birth of the network is coming about naturally as well as being
relatives and from economic factor.

2. Forms of the network are more vertical along the line of the
administrative structure with the 43 rd. unit of the Border Patrol Police as the
coordinating center ; there are 3 specialized forms , i.e., the Border Patrol Police’s

schools , the mobile medical units , and the village seout activities.

3. Problems and obstacles in creating the network found are derived
both from the bureaucratic system as well as from social factors. It is therefore suggested
that the network’s operation should be a specific workunit for situational analysis, and

trends of the network.
