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The study of “‘Performance Efficiency of Teacher in School Lunch Project,
Office of Primary Education Committee : A Case Study of Nondkhun District, Sisaket
Province’’ had the objectives as follow:

1. to study the performance efficiency of teacher in School Lunch Project,
Office of Primary Education Committee, Nondkhun District, Sisaket Province,

2. to study factors affected the performance efficiency of teacher in School
Lunch Project, Office of Primary Education Committee, Nondkhun District, Sisaket
Province,

3. to give some recommendation in order to improve the performance efﬁcienby
of teacher in School Lunch Project, Office of Primary Education Committee, Nondkhun
District, Sisaket Province.

The questionnaires were used to coliect data from 276 teachers under the Office
of Primary Education Committee, Nondkhun District, Sisaket Province. The statistics

employed for data analysis were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-

test and F-test.

Results

1. Most of them were female, age less than 35 years, working period less than
10 years, completed bachelor degree, majoring in education management, Thai and
social study, marital status, income less than 10,000 baht and participating in this

project less than 5 years.
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2. This project was supported by students parents at a moderate level.

3. Inoverall, their performance efficiency was at a high level. When
considering in each part, it was found that their efficiency was ranked from high to low
as follow; having lunch, project management, and cleaning the cooking equipment.

4. Factors affected the performance efficiency of teacher in School Lunch
Project were sex, major and support from students parents. However, factors did not
affect were age, working period, marital status, education level, income and experience

in School Lunch Project.

Recommendation

1. School should have raising fund campaign in order to support this project.

2. School should provide the cooking training course for teachers.

3. The Office of Primary Education Committee should set the time schedule for
cooking activities in order to be the guideline for school to increase the project
efficiency.

4. The Office of Primary Education Committee should monitor the school in
order to implement the project according to the time schedule set forth by the

committee.
