Objectives of research are as follow:

1. Studying on development of the industry in a context of changing in
economic, political and social .
2. Investigating marketing strategies designed to monopolize the market

3. Assessing an adaptation of the liquor business after the government

_ liberalized the industry.
Methods of the study:

Conducted in- depth interview with 10 people who gave essential

information. Gathered information and statistics from books and other document

then interpreted and analyzed them.

The findings were briefly reported as follow :

1. One tracoon, Charoen who previously won concession from the state for

liquor production , monopolizes the industry after a merger of his business

between Suramaharat group and Surathip group since 1987.

2. A political connection and marketing strategy enabled Susa

Saengsom Group owned by Charoen to control the industry before industry
liberalization that allows villagers and other producers enter the market.

Charoen takes advantage of 1950 Liquor. Act which favors former
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concessionaire. He adopted a marketing that forced agencies to buy his
two products; spirits and beers. He also used
Ad Carabao , a famous singer to made a presentation of his beer , Beer Chang.

3. Charoen continues market monopoly though new producers, most
of them are villagers enter the market. Law and regulations still prevent market

competition.

Suggestion:

1. The government has to relax its campaign on illegal liquor production
made by local people who utilize local wisdom.

2. The government must allow farmers and other groups to produce and
sell local liquor freely.

3. The government has to revoke 1950 Liquor Act and Excise
Department's regulations that violate the spirit of 1997 Constitution.

4. The state has to provide research and development for improving quality

of local made liquor.
