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ABSTRACT
Title of Research Paper : The Opinions of Secondary School Students
toward The New Admissions System :
A Case Study of Sriayudhya School, Bangkok

This research comprises 2 objectives, i.e.,1.to study the secondary students’ opinion on
the new admissions system ; 2.to study factors relating to the students’ opinion on the new
admissions system. 325 secondary students from a government school in Bankok were selected as
samples to answer the questionnaire constructed specially for this purpose. Data analysis is done
statistically with percentage, mean, standard deviation, and testing for proper relationship of
variables with t-test and F-test appropriately.

Findings of the study can be summarized below :

1. The majority of samples being female studying at grades 4-6 ; almost one-half of them
are in science and mathematics majors, followed by arts-language and mathematics-English;
those having grades above 3.00 and below are divided almost equally. Parents and family
members are advisors for these students who learn about the new admissions system from their
teachers and school services more than other source.

2. Students’ opinion on the new admissions system is agreeable with the procedure but
the benefits of the new system, they think are moderate.

3. Factors relating to students’ opinion on the new admissions system are classroom,
plan of learning, grade—point average, mother’s occupation and knowledge and comprehension
of the new admissions system.

Among recommendations emerged are the system needs more public relation to both
educationers as well as ordinary citizen; the schools, teachers—advisors should give accurate

knowledge on this to students and their parents.
