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The there objectives of the survey were 1) to examine the concept of the
management of the Islamic studies program offered along with the formal education
program in Islam private schools ; 2) to find out the direction of the management, and 3) to
investigate the form of the Islamic studies program and that of tre formal education
program. The focus was on the management of both programs which can serve the
community needs. The data were collected form 20 key people involved in education,
teachers, students, school administrators, local community leaders. In-depth interview of
the 20 key informants was conducted and observation was made to collect the data, which
were analyzed based on logic and content. Then the data were described.

It has been found that the key informants are aware of the concept of teaching
Islamic studies along with formal education. This is because the community still sees the
importance of Islamic studies. However, there is still no link between Islamic studies and
found education.

Regarding the direction of the management, there are too much content in both

~ Islamic studies and formal education. There is overlapped content in some courses. The

students have no time for research and self - development. The teachers, both religious
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teachers and formal education teachers, are not development and do not introduce modern
knowledge to their classes. In fact, there is lack of the integration between Islamic studies
program and the formal education progream. Those who have completad the highast ievel
of the Islamic studies program will be awarded a certificate.

Concerning the form of management of both program, the teachers and the
students are overioaded. There are too many teaching days and too many teaching hours.
The curriculum does not meet the students’ needs. The students have no opportunity to
choose the subjects they want to study. The curriculum does not serve the community and
is not ir harmony with local culture.

Problems and Obstacles. There are five main problems of the development of the
two problems because Islam privaie schools still lack knowledge and understanding of
implementation.

1) Islam private schools do not have enough budget to employ teachers, to
purchase material, facilities, and equipment, and to get access to knowledge sources.

2) Both teachers and students do not know how to develop the programs and
improve them. In fact, there was no committea to work on the Islamic studies program.

35 The teacners do not change learning activities. There is lac< of the personnel
to help integrate Islamic studies and formal education.

4) The stucents lack discipline and responsibility, which hinders their self -
development.

5) Although the government policy is suitable, there is no obvious support from
government agencies in the local area.

Recommendations

The schcols must develop a curriculum that is in harmony with the course of
community life. The students should be given an opportunity to choose the program that
they like. The religious program aad the formal education program should be linked since
kindergarten until high school. The teachers should attend training on personality
development. Overlapped content between courses should be reduced. The government
should set up a committee for overseeing the curriculum in Islam private schools. The
committee should come form all parties concerned. The parents should participate in
educational management. A variety of language courses should be offered for students to

enroll in . Especially, all formal education courses should include Islamic studies.
