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GUIDELINES ON THE DELVELOPMENT OF AFTER-CARE SERVICE FOR THE
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ABSTRACT

This research aims to study problems and barriers in developing after-care service for
offenders as well as finding guidelines to implement with the follow-up operation. The study was
conducted as qualitative research, using structured-interviews to collect data among the key
informants, comprised of responsible parties in after-care service for offenders. A total of 22 key
informants consisted of the after-care service officers, 5 experienced scholars on after care service,
and 3 released offenders from the Department of Corrections or Department of Probation.

Research findings recommended several guidelines in after-care service for the
offenders. First, an after-care service budget should be allocated in the needed areas to meet the
demand of service recipients, and be appropriate for the current economic situation. Second, the
number of after-care service staffs should be arranged to balance with the amount of work.
Moreover, training in after-care services must be set up for the available staff so they could gain
more experience in such field. Third, the responsible organization for after-care service should be
established for systemic operation to care for the offenders equally and directly. Fourth, the
government should focus more on the released offenders with increasing budget allocation. Fifth,
the laws or regulations that limited or obstructed the offenders’ rights to employment should be
amended or removed from the system. Sixth, there should be public broadcasts on after-care
services so all released offenders become well aware of the open opportunity. Lastly, the public
and private organizations must collaborate in after-care service for the offenders to ensure quick

and effective operation.
