The purposes of this research were to find 1) the transformational leadership of schools
administrators under Nakhonpathom Educational Service Area Office 1, 2) the student standard of basic
educational schools under Nakhonpathom Educational Service Area Office 1 and 3) the transformational
leadership of school’s administrators affecting student standard of basic educational schools under
Nakhonpathom Educational Service Area Office 1. The sample were 102 basic educational schools under
Nakhonpathom Educational Service Area Office 1. The respondent consisted of school’s aministrators, vice
administrators and teachers, totally 408 . The research instrument was a questionnaire about the
transformational leadership based on Bass and Avolio’s concept and the student standard of basic educational
school on the concept of the Basic Education Commission. The statistics used for analyis the data were
frequency, percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The result were found as follow:

1) the transformational leadership of schools administrators was at a high level both as a whole
and as an individual aspect by ranking from the highest to the lowest mean : inspirational motivation , the
individualized consideration, the idealized influence and the intellectual stimulation

2) the student standard of basic educational schools under Nakhonpathom Educational Service
Area Office 1 , as a whole was at a high level; and as an individual, 7 stands aspects were found at a high
level by ranking from the highest to the lowest mean : 7‘h, 8[h, i ,2“‘,3“‘,4‘h standard ; while the 5" standard
was at a medium level

3) the transformational leadership of schools administrators affecting the student standard as a

whole and 1" ,ZSd,3rd,4lh and 7" standard , and as individual aspect, idealized influence was found affecting the

student standard as a whole and 25d,6[h,8[h standard , inspiration motivation affecting 7" standard , intellectual
stimulation affecting 5“‘,6m standard of basic educational schools under Nakhonpathom Educational Service

Area Office 1.
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
