 The Thesis presenting the association between ideas of cultural conserving and 
artistic creativity, “Nang talung-Dharma” re-creates the local shadow play performance from 
the southern region of Thailand in the new context as Thai contemporary art. The traditional 
technique that has been used to make shadow puppets, especially the craft of cutting and 
patterning designs into the leather, is restructured to carry visual elements and symbols from 
Buddhist scripture that, together, express unique and relevant narrative, feeling, and 
aesthetic. Through the installation and performance, I, as the artist, bring spirit and knowledge 
from my own local culture to the broader public, with the hope to create and develop the 
reasonable and moral thought inside human mind. With such intellectual ability, people will be 
able to follow the eternal truth in Buddhism, and create the peaceful condition for the sake of 
their own and, also, the whole society. 
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
