ABSTRACT

Online academic databases are increasingly significant in research students in a
developing country. This study attempts to understand why research students adopt online
academic databases. The study employed structural equation modeling (SEM) to examine
the structure of relationships, which rose from UTAUT. The results from 614 respondents
show that use behavior is influenced by behavioral intention and facilitating conditions.
Behavioral intention is influenced by performance expectancy, effort expectancy, and
facilitating conditions. Among all factors, behavioral intention and facilitating conditions are
most important factors which both direct and indirect influence user’'s behavior. Discussions

are also addressed in this study.
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
