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Title of Research Paper : Problems and Roles Analysis of The Future

Farmers of Thailand (FFT) Activities

Thie objectives of this study are (1) to examine the level of knowledge and
understanding and the knowledge need of The Future Farmers of Thailand (FFT)
activities as well as their relationship; (2) to investigate the situation of problem during
the proceeding of the activities and solution need as well as their relationship; and (3) to
study the roles and value of the. FFT activities. The study employed accidental sampling
method to obtain total 371 samples of those from agricultural colleges throughout the
country who involved with FFT activities. Questionnaire was a tool for data co|lec£ion.
Analysis was made by descriptive statistics : percentage, mean, standard deviation: and
inferential statistics : Pearson Correlation Coefficients (r).

The result showed that :

1. The sampls have knowledge and understanding and the knowledge need of
FFT activities in all aspects, i.e. procedure, objectives and principles, and operation are
at moderate level. There was a significant negative correlation (p<.01 and .05) between

their knowledge and understanding and the knowledge need in all 3 aspects, that is, the

less the samples had knowledge and understanding the more they need to increase it.

2. Considering the overall situation of problems and solution need, the result
suggested high level in every aspect, i.e. membership; arrangement of activites;

procedure : teachers, instructors, administrators, and institution. The situation of
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problems in conducting activities of FFT at operating unit and solution need had
significant positive correlation (p<.01) in every aspect and issue. It indicated that the
level of solution need increases by the severe level of the problems.

3. The samples perceived the role and value of FFT activities in every aspect
and issue at high level. The highest score average was for the aspect of leadership,
followed by social development, practical skill and profession.

Recommendations:

1. The result of this study illustrated moderate level of knowledge and
understanding of the samples in all aspects. Educational institutions should thus offer
the training courses or knowledge relevant to FFT activities for all concerns. This is to
enable their operation of FFT activities more efficiently and objectively.

2. To support progressing development of FFT activities, educational institutions
should solve all existing problems along with operating activities to help reduce any

problems upcoming and in the long run. They should also encourage all' concerns 1o

realize the value of FFT activities.
