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The study of “‘Factors Affecting Learning Achievement of Mathayom Suksa
Students : A Case Study of Bun Nung Sata School, Bun Nung Sata District, Yala
Province’” had two objectives as follow:

1. tostudy learning achievement level of Mathayom Suksa students,

2. to study factors affecting the learning achievement of Mathayom Suksa

students.

The sample were 166 students of Bun Nung Sata School in Bun Nung Sata
District, Yala Province. The questionnaires were used for collecting data. The statistics
employed for data analysis were percentage, frequency, mean, standard deviation, t-

test and One — way ANOVA.

Results

Most of them were female (62.0%), average aged 15 years (26.5%), living with
their parents (68.1%) and their parents living together (72.3%). More than half of their
fathers (56.0%) and mothers (51.2%) were agriculturalists. The education level of their
fathers (64.5%) and mothers (69.3%) were less than the Primary Mathayom Suksa.

Their income were less than 5,000 baht per month (47.6%).
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it Was found that their education achievement of 47.5% were at a moderate level
(2.00 — 2.99), 38.6 % were at a high level (3.00 -4.00) and 13.9 % were at a low level
(0.00— 1.99).

Most children (74.7%) were raised with the reasons. More than half (53.6%)
were raised by strictly parents but less than half (44.6%) wére raised by giving them the
freedom.

The relationship between their parents was found that 50.6 % of them had a high
relationship, 48.8% of them had a moderate relationship and only 0.6% had a low
relationship.

Their parents expectation toward their education achievement was found that
more than half (51.8%) of their parents expectation were at a moderate level, less than
half (45.8% ) were at a high level and only 2.4% were at a low level.

Their families factors had no relationship with the education achievement.

Suggestions

1. Their parents should take care, advise and support their children with the
learning material. They should also consult their teachers about their children
performance at school. |

2. The students should pay attention to their lessons.

3. The school administrators should provide the learning activities in order to
motivate the students to know the important of their education. The number of teachers
and their requirement should be considered.

4. The responsibilities function should focus on the schools of three border
provinces in the south by setting the appropriate curriculum and providing budget for
learning material‘and equipment to the needed schools in order to support their moral

and motivation of teachers.
