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The study of “Factors Affecting the Decision Making to Study at the Vocational
College of Mathayom Suksa Three Students in the Extended Educational Opportunity
School under the Educational Regional One, Yala Province’’ had two objectives as
follow:

1. to study the decision making to study at the Vocational College,

2. to study factors affecting the decision making to study at the Vocational

College of Mathayom Suksa three under the Educational Regional one, Yala Province.

The sample were 128 students of the Extended Educational Opportunity School
under the Educational Regional one, Yala Province. The questionnaires were used for

collecting data. The statistics employed for data analysis were percentage, frequency,

mean and Chi-square.

Results

1. It was found that less than half (42.2%) of them decided to study at the
Vbcational College. However, more than half (57.8%) of them refused to study further.

2. Factors Affecting Decision Making to Study at the Vocational College were
the advice on occupation and guideline to further study which had a significant
relationship at 0.05. Others were education level, occupation, parents income, sex and

grade, occupation objective after graduation, knowledge receiving from other media,

recommendation from friends and parents about occupation and education guideline to

study further had a significant relationship at 0.05.

Suggestions
1. Responsible Public Sector should help the students parents by creating the

sustainable job and income.

2. The school should provide the extra curriculum and advise the suitable
occupation and education. .

3. The school should provide; the activities, improving students reading habits,
the self-learning system including equipment, set the occupation guideline and further
study to motivate their students to study at the Vocational College.

4. The school should provide the details of further studying at Vocational

College including promoting/ distributing the information in various types to cover the

target group.
