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ABSTRACT

This study aims to study the levels of Cross-Cultural Communication and Adaptation
of Chinese teachers in Bangkok. It also aims to study the effect of Cross-Cultural Communication
on Adaptation of Chinese teachers in Bangkok. The sample used in this study comprised of 206
Chinese teachers teaching Chinese in Bangkok. Questionnaires were used as a research
instrument to collect the data. Data were analyzed using frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, and correlation coefficients. The results of this study were as follows:

1. The Cross-Cultural Communication of Chinese teachers teaching Chinese in
Bangkok in overall was at a high level. When considering in detail, it was found that the Ethnic
Social Communication was at a high level while Host Communication Competence and Host
Social Communication were at a moderate level.

2. The Adjustment of Chinese teachers teaching Chinese in Bangkok both in overall
and all of three components were at a high level. When considering in detail, it was found that
Affecting Components had the highest mean, followed by Behavior Component and Cognitive
Component, respectively.

3. The results of hypothesis testing indicated that the Cross-Cultural Communication
in overall and Host Social Communication had the positive impact on the impact of the host
social communication has a positive impact on the Adjustment of Chinese teachers teaching
Chinese in Bangkok both in overall and all of three components (Cognitive Component, Affective

Component, and Behavior Component) at a low level.
