There are 3 objectives for this research, i. e., 1) to study students ‘disciplinary
behavior at Yala Physical Education College; 2) to compare students’ disciplinary
behavior at Yala Physical Education College; 3) to study approach for students’
disciplinary behavior promotion

Samples of this research comprise 206 first year students in the Physical
Education and in Health Education of Yala Physical Education College. Data analysis
is done with appropriate statistics includely t-test and F-test for hypothesis testing.

Results of the study indicate that the majority of students’ disciplinary
behavior is at the moderate level. Factors relating to students’ disciplinary behavior
are learning discipline and students’ opinion on relevant teachers; other factors, i.e.,
students’ sex, performance, family background, parents occupation are not related to
students’ disciplinary behavior significantly.

The researcher recommends approaches for students’ disciplinary behavior as
follow:

1. The right method of child rearing and training in the family.

Suitable curriculum for students in the colleges.

Listing reasons for children at home more than using emotion.
