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The thrée main objectives of the study were the following: 1) to revealed the
attitude of teenagers toward sexual relationship, 2) to identify the factors contributing tc
their attitude, and 3) to seek their suggestions on how to solve the problem of sexual
relationship among teenagers.

The sample group of 319 teenagers aged 13-22 in Siam Square Area were
purposively selected. They were distributed a questionnaire to fill out. The descriptive
statistics, i.e., Percentage, Mean, and Standard Deviation, were used to describe the
data and the inferential statistics, i.e., t-test, F-test and Chi-square were used to test the
hypothesis.

The findings were briefly stated below:

1. Most of respondents were females, aged 19-22 and were studying for a
Bachelor's degree. Their parents were engaged in general employment, the income of

the parents was 10,000 - 30,000 baht a month. They had 1-2 siblings.

their parents.
3. Most of the sample was brought up in a democratic way; that is, they had a

great freedom.
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4. The majority did not possess the media that were directly related to sexua!
refationship.  On the contrary, those who did had such media as video tapes, VCD,
DVD, and foreign and Thai X-rate movies.

5. As a whole, the respondents had a rather positive attitude toward sexual
relationship. |

6. The factors found to influence their attitude toward sexual relationship were
gender, family income, way of bringing-up, and possessing and not possessing sex-

related media.

Recommendations:

1. The government should set a policy te change Thai teenagers’ attitude toward
sexual relationship by stressing the importance of both genders, e.g., respecting each
other and having mutual responsibility.

2. The government should set a policy for teenagers to strictty and continuously
follow the religions teachings and to attend religious activities.

3. The government should set an educational policy that includes sex education
in school/university curriculums. The schools, the university, and the family should teach
them to be aware of the flow of intermational culture.

4. The government should set a policy to discipline teenagers, with focus on
ethics and responsibility, especially during childhood. This can be done by inviting
monks to teach them moral every week.

5. The government should establish The Internet Development Center where
teenagers can use the service free of charge. Those aged below 20 must not be
permitted to use the Internet service at Internet shops in general.

6. The government shouid set a policy to develop teenagers’ spiritual thinking

rather than materialism so that they can have reasonable thinking.
