The two main objectives of the study were 1) to study the form and mean for making
a decision to ordain at Chonprathanrangsarit Teniple, 2) to study the factors that affect on making
a decision to ordain at Chonprathanrangsarit Temple. The sample group consisted of 200 new
monks who ordained at Chonprathanrangsarit Temple between May ’to June 2005.

A questionnaire was employed for data collection. The statistic using for analysis of data were

frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The findings found that:

1. More than half of new monks have age between 20-25 years old. Majority of new
monks completed Bachelor of Art or equal. Almost of them lived in Bangkok or Vicinity. Their
home or offices were far a way from the Chonprathanrangsarit Temple about 11-50 kilometers.
Their marriage statuses before ordaining were single. Their careers were private official. Salaries
per month were still 15,001 Baht. Almost of the new monks were encouraged by their parents or
relatives and more than half of new monks made a decision to ordain at Chonprathanrangsarit
Temple by pattern.

2. The majority of new monks have their pattern for making a decision by themselves.
The remaining, decision making were made by others, especially their mother have the role in
making a decision

3. The new monks made a decision by reason, and the factor that were

a main cause for selection to ordain at Chonprathanrangsarit Temple, it held were main factor,
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considering a chronological mean from much to least. There were four
a highest level of mean were: (1) ordination at Chonprathanrangsarit Temple made them to
gratitude their parent, (2) they were satisfied with the pattern of ordination that reduced ritual that
were not important but the temple stressed on the real essential of ordination, (3) ordination at
Chonprathanrangsarit Temple made them to get education and train themselvesrand (4) ordination
at Chonprathanrangsarit Temple made them to do a duty as a good Buddhist. A part form, The
eleven main factors that have a mean were at a high level considering a chronological mean from
much to least were: (1) the temple have a pattern of suitable teaching with the age and could
applied in daily life, (2) the temple were tranquil and suitable for making meditation, (3) temple’s
monks have a good manner, (4) the temple have a regulations such as teaching, chanting,
meditation and religious ritual that were suitable for the age, (5) there were a good management
of temple, (6) expenditure for ordination was low, (7) ordination at Chonprathanrangsarit Temple
made them to understand the truth of life, kept pace with life and social changing,
(8) temple’s monks have a various knowledge and sufficient for consultant, (9) temple’s clothes
and residences were enough and suitable of monk’ s living, (10) temple’s foods and medicines
were enough and suitable of monk’ s living and (11) temple’s guardian and official were enough

- for education, training and accommodation.

Recommendation:

1. The temple must realize the reason of person who wants to entry a monk. The temple
has a plan for training new monks in order to understand the Buddha’s teachings. The temple
must fallow up, evaluate the ordination including the person who ordained at the temple
apparently.

2. The temple should have an ordination’s manual, that have content covers the preparing
before ordination, regulation for ordination and practices themselves after ordination etc. for
distributing to the persons whé want to ordain or relatives and giving a right knowledge and
understand.

3. The temple should expand it’s branch that have a pattern of same or similar ordination
in order to sufficient place for the person who want to ordain in the same way. The temple should

propagate the suitable pattern to others temples and applied it.
