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The study was aimed at (1) investigating the people’s opinion on setting the
network of the Ing river conservation and (2) the factors related to their opinion on this
matter. A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 120 people in Tambon Ban
Laow, Mae Jai District, Phayao Province. The SPSS/PC’ program was utilized to process
tha data. Frequency, percentage, and mean were used to describe the data, and t-test and
F-test to test the hypotheses at the .05 level.

The findings were summed up as follows :

As a whole, the people very strongly agreed with the establishment of the network
of the Ing river conservation.

The factors significantly related to their opinion were receiving information from
different mass media and benefit gained from using the Ing river.

Recommendations

1. Assembly Ing River Conservation of School of Social Development, National
Institute of Development Administration (NIDA) should be a core leader in doing activities
together with the people. It should be a stage where people can exchange their opinions
and suggest some way to conserve the Ing river.

2. The key activity as public relations ; therefore, the assembly should suggest
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some forums of public relations to make people participate in conserving the Ing river. It
should, for example, use the folk media to use as a tool. |t shoﬁld continuously support
local customs and festivals, such as Loy Krathong and renewal of the river destiny.

3. Benefits gained from the Ing river Most Community people got benefits from
the Ing river water for agriculture and for consumption most. Therefore, to make the people
see the importance of conserving the river, it is necessary to make them aware of the loss
that will happen if the river is not seriously conrserved. The community leader should seek

cooperation from the people to help conserve the river, too.
