The purposes of the study were twofold: 1) to find out the degree of the
audience's participation in the activities held by the “Joining Together to Help Each
Other” radio program, and 2) to identify the factors related to their participation in the
activities held by the radio program.

A questionnaire was used to collect the data from 300 people who listened to the
“Joining Together to Help Each Other” radio program. Percentage, mean and standard
deviation was employed to describe the data and t-test and F-test to test the hypotheses.

The findings were summed up below.

1. Most of the subjects in the study were male. They were 31-40 years of age.
Their income was lower than 10,000 baht. They completed secondary school/vocational
school and were married. They worked for private companies. Most listened to the radio
program every day and were its member, too. They received news about the activities
held by the radio program at a moderate level. Most learned about the activities through
FM 96.0 MHz and their friends/acquaintances. They participated in the activities held by
the radio program and by others at a moderate level. They had high expectation from
joining the activities and had social conscience, at a high level, too.

2. Overall, the audience of the radio program participated in its activities at a

moderate level. The dimension in which they took part at a moderate level was public
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assistance activities, e.g. the natural disaster relief project (coldness, drought, flood,
earthquake, etc.). This dimension had the highest mean, followed by devoting their
efforts for the public's good and being volunteers in such projects as the crime
suppression volunteer project of the radio program, the adopting family project
(volunteering to take orphans, elderly people at the elderly homes to see movies) and
the activities that strengthened the relationship between the members, e.g. the Day of
the “Joining Together to Help Each other”.

3. The factors that were significantly related to the audience’s participation in the
activities held by the radio program were sex, age, occupation, income, type of
audiences, frequency in listening to the radio program, experiencing in joining the
activities held by the radio program or by others, acknowledgement of the news about

the activities, expectation from joining the activities, and social conscience, respectively.

Recommendations

1. The Joining Together to Help Each Other “radio program should promote its
activities more through other mass media too. The promotion must by carried out
continuously. There should be a campaign to encourage people to participate in looking
after the society.

2. The radio program should hold activities more often with focus on reaching
communities. The form of activities should emphasize an opportunity for its members to
meet and talk to each other. The venue should be easy to travel to.

3. If the activities is aimed at asking for donation from the public. The donation
points should be specified and be easy for donators to contact. The purpose of seeking

donation and the way the money will be used should be clearly explained to donators.
