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This research aimed to develop the Satun Model: a model of the administration of
public primary schools along the thai-Malay border. This research consisted of 4 phases as
follow: Phase 1 - Analyze the context, policy, and management of education as well as the
management perception in the southern provinces; Phase 2 - Examine the current
management condition of Public Primary Schools in Satun Province; Phase 3 - Develop the
Satun model: a model for the administration of public primary schools along the Thai-Malay
Border; and Phase 4 - Evaluate the Satun Model. The population and samples used in this
research were as follow: 132 school administrators in Satun province were used in Phase 2;
10 personnel involved in setting and inspecting the administration policy of the schools were
used in Phase 3, and 156 school administratiors in Satun Province were used in Phase 4.
The tool used in this research was a 5-level rating scale questionnaire. The statistics used
for data analysis were the mean, Standard Deviation, and Confirmatory Factor Analysis:
(CFA).

The research results were as follow. The Satun Model: a model for the
administration of public primary schools along the Thai-Malay Border consisted of 6
components, these were: 1) the educational leadership of administrators, this contained 5
subcomponents and 29 Indicators 2) participation of stakeholders, this contained 6
subcomponents and 33 indicators; 3) capacity of teachers, this contained 4 subcomponents
and 37 indicators; 4) curriculum that conformed with local conditions, this contained 7
subcomponents and 35 Indicators; 5) environment, this contained 6 subcomponents and 25
Indicators; and 6) transparency, this contained 8 subcomponents and 30 Indicators. The
total amounted to 36 subcomponents and 189 indicators. The model was considered
appropriate, feasible and applicable.
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
