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Abstract

This research aimed to (1) study the development conditions of schools in
Koh Samui District, Surat Thani Province; (2) analyze the gap between the criteria of
Thailand Quality Award and the development conditions of schools in Koh Samui
District, Surat Thani Province.

The population of this research comprised 25 schools in Koh Samui
District, Surat Thani Province. The employed research sample consisted of 24
schools in Koh Samui District, Surat Thani Province. The research informants
consisted of 48 school administrators and heads of the school academic affairs
sections. The employed research instrument was a questionnaire on quality level of
schools in Koh Samui District, Surat Thani Province based on the criteria of Thailand
Quality Award, consisting of seven sections with 220 items. Statistics for data
canalysis were the frequency and percentage.

The research findings showed that (1) as a result of self-evaluation of
schools in Koh Samui District, Surat Thani Province based on the seven standards
with 220 indicators of Thailand Quality Award, the schools achieved the score of 698
out of the full score of 1,000, or 69.80 per cent, which was in the quality level 5 or the
rather high quality level; and (2) analysis results showed that the gap between the
criteria of Thailand Quality Award and the development conditions of schools in Koh
Samui District, Surat Thani Province was equal to 301.92 points. .
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
