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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study : 1) the political history; and
2)the social history of MonthonPhayap in the reign of Prince Inthawichchayanon as
reflected in the the Royal Welcome Khrao @ kind of Lanna-style poem) for Prince

Phichitpreechakorn written by Phraya Phromwoharn.

This was a qualitative research based on the study of primary historical
documents such as royal letters, official documents, and the vassal King’s letters; and
from secondary documents such as theses, books and literaturecontemporary with the
Royal Welcome Khrao.The data were analyzed by descriptiveanalysis.

The results of the research were:1.the political images reflected in the
poem, for example, the governance by the “Jaokhanhabai Group”and
the““Khaosanamluang Group,” the Sending of three governors and a representative of
King Rama V to MonthonPhayap in 1874 and in 1883 respectively; the Sacramental
Water Ceremony held in Kamphangphet; and the vestige of a Lampang Forestry
concession, indicate a period of rather peaceful politics and in the reign of Prince
Inthawichchayanon.2.The social images reflected in the poem consist of portrayals of
the various classes of people, different ethnic groups, the money system, and the city
gate. The poem reveals that people of the time held the first ceremony to welcome
royalty from Siam and depicts the music culture involved with that ceremony. It also
shows that the Lanna people celebrated the Songkranfestival, and they set auspicious
dates and times based on a comparison between the lunar calendar and the
solarcalendar. This research led to the discovery of new evidence that Prince
Phichitpreechakorn was not the one who took the royal gifts from King Rama V to
present to Princess Dararatsamee.
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
