The objectives of the study are :

1. To study role of the house of representative members on questioning to cabinet ;

2. To study the importance of subject inquiry in process of government inspection

3. To study the relationship of subject inquiry’s categories to control the government
administration.

This study was a documentary research by analyzing from parliament meeting reports and
the Royal Thai Government Gazette especially by description and focusing on subject inquiry
that occurred between 2544-2547. Then the data was collected from various sources brought to
conclude by analyzing with concepts and related theories .

The conclusion are summarized as follow :

1. Role of members of the house of representative on administration inquiry. The
study found that the members of parliament behaved more executions of protestation to the
cabinet. Along with the parliament house argumentation, the number of live question is more than
the general subject. It was found that 9 members of parliament has over 10 subject inquiries (1.8
% of all members), otherwise, the rest would have a few subjects.

2. The importance of subject inquiry in process of government inspection. All
members of the house of representative pretty paid attention to the essential subject of
protestation. The most questions were scope with government policy especially, the impacted

policy to people. such as agricultural plans and project of transportation and communication.
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3. Relationship of subject inquiry’s categories to control the government. The
categories of subject inquiry to cabinet were including the general questions that notified in the
context of Royal Thai Government Gazette and general opened-live gist complied with the

cabinet during the parliament house meeting.

Recommendations :

1. The members of parliament should considered to establish a common committee or
board of commission. This committee has an authorized power to follow up the feedback of
subject inquiry after the government complied with the proceeding of the parliament and Royal
Thai Government Gazette.

2. The argumentation between notification of minister and the subject inquiry of
parliament members would be advantages for public to get the essential information and to
observe the conductive of government after the cabinets comply with the words of action. The
secretary of parliament would publish into the mass such as content posting via internet, or radio

and TV broadcasting on properly event.
