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The two purposes of the study were (1) to evaluated the operation of
credit extension for development in terms of proven and output, and 2) to identify the
problems in the operation of the community organization network and the community
organization.

The sample group consisted of 100 members of community organizations
and members of community organization committee and the community organization network.
The primary data were collected from interviewing the sujects by using the interview
schedule, the secondary data were derived from related documents and reports of community
organization network. The statistics to describe the data were frequency, percentage, mean and
standard deviation.

The findings were summed up as follows :

1. Contet evaluation. The objective of credit extension was met; the network
was found to use the borrowed money for development. Therefore  the community
organizations was able to have rotating money, although the amount was still inadequate.

2. Outcome. The members of community organizations also used the money
in line with the project objectives. Most spent money buying production input and 66%
could pay back in due time. The money came from selling the products. Noticeably, they

were still in debt both inside and outside the formal financial system.
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3. Process. The committee operated in line with the project regulations. It
used the credit - extending conditions for follow — up and inspection. Its work was
accepted by the community

4. Problems and obstacles. (1) The members of community organization
lacked a knowledge and understanding about credit extension for development. (2) Most
used the borrowed money to solve the problems of family members.

Recommendations

1. The community organization committees should try to make the members
of the community organizations understand the objectives, conditions and regulations of the
credit extension for development project and those of the community organization.

2. The committee of the community organization network and the
community organization network should be the development center at tambon level. The
role of the committee and the like was an entity which was not legalized : therefore, there
was a problem of signing contracts. The role of the network should be only a leamning and
development center. The financial management should directly be the role of the community
organization.

3. The government agencies should find a system to accommodate the status
of community organizations and the network of community organizations so that they can

function as legal entity can legally be the members representative.
