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Title of Research Paper : Perception on Actual Roles of the Television about People’s

Self - Healthcare in Prevention of Bird Flu in Bangkok

The objectives of this research are 1) to study level of the people’s behavior about self -
healthcare in prevention of the Bird Flu in Bangkok ; 2) to study factors affecting the people’s
behavior in prevention of self - healthcare in Bangkok.

Samples of the study are 400 people habitually watching TV. in Charttuchack district,
selected purposively ; structured questionnaire is used for data collection ; statistics used in data
analysis comprise frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, F-test and Pearson’s
Product - Moment Correction.

Findings of the study can be summarized as follows :

About one - half of samples are female, aged between 15 - 24 years - the largest group ;
received bachelor degree or equivalent with monthly income lower than 10,000 baht ; more than
50 percent of samples are single ; most of them work in government service or state enterprises.

The samples’ behavior in self - healthcare for prevention of the Bird Flu. as a whole is at
the high level ; considering separately, the behavior in information follow-ups is at the highest
level, followed respectively in knowledge rendering and danger waming, including people’s
rights conservation.

The samples gain knowledge about Bird Flu at high level, highest in the aspects of

prevention and disease control, followed by contactual and nature of the Bird Flu respectively.
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Factors relating to people’s behavior in self - healthcare for prevention of the Bird Flu are
sex, education attainment, occupation, perception on actual roles of the television in presenting
news about Bird Flu, and knowledge of the Bird Flu ; other factors are not significantly related.

Recommendations emerged for the study, among others, are news on Bird Flu should be
presented continuously on TV. ; concerned agencies should give correct knowledge on Bird Flu
to the people and campaign for the people to have self - care behavior regularly both in Bird Flu

prevention and in other health areas.
