The three objectives of the study were (1) to evaluate the operation of the
Tambon Internet project run by the tambon administrative organizations, (2) to find out the
people’s opinion on the implementation of the Tambon Internet project by the tambon
administrative organizations, and (3) to indicate the problems in the project implementation
and some suggestions to solve the problems.

Accidental sampling was used to select the sample 219 people who worked
for the tambon administrative organizations and people who used the Internet service in the
project. A questionnaire was used as the research instrument. Frequency, percentage, mean, and
standard deviation were employed to describe the data.

The findings were summed up as follows :

In the group of people working for the Tambon administrative organizations,
about 56.5% were female. About 43.5% were 26 -30 years old. About 44.9% had a
Bachelor’s degree. About 46.38 were government officials or state enterprise employees.
About 63.8% had an income of 5,001 — 10,000 baht a month. About 65.2% were
employees of the tambon administrative organizations.

In the group of people who used the Tambon Internet service, about 51.3%
were female, and were less than 25 years old. About 51.3% were female, and were less
than 25 years old. About 36.7% had a Bachelor’s degree. About 34% were school /
university students. About 46.6% eamed and income of not more than 5,000 baht and

5,000 — 10,000 baht (the same percentage)
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When the inputs of the Tambon Internet project were considered, about 65.2% of the
sample had a “moderate” opinion about them.

When the operational process of the Tambon Internet project was considered, most
of them (68.10%) had a “moderate” opinion about it.

When the evaluation was considered, most of them (68.10%) had a “moderate”
opinion about it.

Overall, most subjects (60.0%) had a “moderate’ opinion about the operation of the
Tambon Internet project.

Recommendations :

1. Enough computers should be available for those who want to use the service.

2. Enough budget for maintaining computers should be allocated so that there will
be the internet the service the people’s demand.

3. Workshops should be held for the people in the tambon who were interested in
using the Internet so that the people’s need will be fully sewed.

4. The wireless internet system should be available to serve the people speedily.
