Participating in the Occupational Revival Program after the

Debt Moratorium in Suphanburi Province in the Year 2003

The two objectives of the study were : 1) to find out the degree of success of
agriculturalists participating in the occupational revival program after the debt moratorium in Suphanburi
Province in the Year 2003, and 2) to identify the factors related to their success. The findings could be used
to set the form of the program operation. A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 226
agriculturalists who joined the program. Percentage was used to describe the data , Chi-square and
Cramer's V used to find the relationship between variables. The findings were summed up as follows :

Most of the agriculturalists were male and were 47 —49 years old. They
finished elementary school and were married.

The primary occupation in the before joining the project was farming and that
in the nonagricultural sector was general employment. The secondary occupation in the agricultural
sector were growing fruits, vegetables and other plants and that in the non agricultural sector was
general employment. The occupation taken after joining the project was animal raising.

The income from the agricultural sectors was below 15,000 baht while that
frame the non-agricultural sector was 10,001 - 15,000 baht. The debts were between 20,001 and
40,000 baht.

The largest numbers of the agriculturalists in the study were the members of

the Village Fund.
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The agriculturalists in the study had a moderate knowledge and
understanding about the program.

Television was the most important channel for them to access information
about the occupational revival program.

They were satisfied with the program at a moderate level.

Regarding the ability to settle the debt, 135 agn’culturists (59.7%) thought that they
would be able to pay back all the debts while 142 agriculturists (62 83%) believed that they would
have some money left for savmg

About 59.7% of the agriculturists expected that they could settle their total
debts and About 62.8% expected to have some savings.

The factors significantly contributing to their success were receiving the
information about the program, knowledge and understanding about the problem, and
satisfaction with the program, respectively.

On the contrary, age, primary occupation in the agricuitural sector before
joining the program, secondary occupation in the agricultural sector before joining the
program, and membership of the Village Fund were significantly related to their success.

Recommendations

1. Because agriculturalists got access to the information about the program
television and because the govemment officials have no time to reach all the agriculturalists , more
information about the program should be spread through other types of media,too

2. As the agriculturalists had a moderate knowledge and understanding
about the program, the government officials concerned should spend time giving
explanations about the program to the group leaders of the Bank of Agriculture and
Cooperatives, who were representatives of the agriculturalists in the program.

3. The government should allocate more budget to the program so that they

would have enough investment found to increase their income.
