ABSTRACT
Title of Research Paper Participation of People Organization Leaders on
Mae Ing River Conservation : A Case Study of

The three main objectives of the survey were (1) to investigate people
organization leaders’ participation in the conservation of the Mae Ing river, (2) to
identify the factors éffecting their participation, and (3) to reveal the problems in their
participation including their suggestions in conserving the Mae Ing river.

The sample group consisted of 390 people organization leaders in khun
Tan District, Chiangrai Province who were members of the groups that conserved the
Mae Ing river. These group were the natural resource and environment conservation
group, the youth group for conserving fish breeds in the Mae Ing rivers, the village
woman group, the elderly group, the occupational group, the folk music group, and the
village health group. A questionnaire was employed as the research instrument.
Frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation were used to describe the data,
and t-test and F-test to test the hypotheses.

The findings were briefly stated below.

1. The number of males and that of females were very close. Most were
30-45 years old. They completed elementary education. They were in agriculture and
earned an average monthly in come of not more than 5,000 baht. They served in the
organization for 1-3 years.

2. The people organization leaders participated in conserving the Mae
Ing river in Khun Tan District, Chiangrai Province, at a moderate level. All the aspects
were found to be at a moderate level. They were problem analysis, participate in

conservation activities, and inspection and evaluation.
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3. The factors significantly affecting the people organization leaders’
participation in conserving the river were age, education, occupation, income, gaining
benefits from the Mae Ing river, and awareness of the environmental problems.

4. As for the problem of participation, it was found that people were not
interested in and did not understand the conservation of natural resources. They hardly
cooperated in conserving natural resources. The people organizations lacked financial

support and academic support from related government agencies.

Recommendations

1. The Water Resource Department and local government organizations
should support all the levels of the river development committee, the water consumption
group and the people organizations with factors necessary for operation such as a
budget, academic support, and all forms of public relations media.

2. All the parties concerned should hold an arena where people can
express their opinions at all phases : problem analysis, participation in deciding and
planning solutions to the problems, joining conservation activities, and inspecting and
evaluation.

3. Local government organizations should encourage each community to
set up a river conservation group and build a network of conserving the Mae Ing river

so that the river can be conserved systematically and continuously.
