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The Study was conducted for three objectives : 1) to find out the
knowledge, understanding of the policeman in Chiangrai Province toward the management of
the financial support fund for crime investigation, interrogation and prevention ; 2) to
indicate the factors related to their knowledge and understanding and 3) to reveal the
policemen’s attitude toward the support fund management.

A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 185 policemen in
Chiangrai Province. Frequency, mean, standard deviation, t — test and F — test were applied to
analyzed the data.

The findings were Briefly stated as follows :

Nearly half of the provincial policemen in the study were in the position of
police sub — lieutenant to police captain. Most had worked as policeman for 9 -13 years its
and were in the crime prevention and suppression line.

The policemen’s experience in using the support fund was found to be
moderate. Most used the money to pay for gasoline.

They realized the importance of the support fund at moderate level. Most

acknowledged that the money was allocated to reduce the problem of the policemen’s getting

money ina wrong way.
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The policemen had a good knowledge and understanding about the support
fund management. Most know the regulations on it from orders/ announcement at the police
station.

Most of the policemen had no problem about the regulations. However, they
received a smaller amount of money than the expense mercenary for investigation,
interrogation, crime prevention and suppression. The way to solve the problem of not
receiving the fund (during January - March 2005) was to use their own money and
reimbursed after that.

When the hypothesis were tested, the factors significantly related to the
provincial policemen’s knowledge and understanding about the support fund management was
level of awareness of the importance of support fund allocation. On the contrary, the factors that
had no relationship with their knowledge the factors that had no relationship with their
knowledge an understating about the support fund management were work position,
experience in using the support fund work line and work experience.

Recommendations

1. There should be an increase in the amount of monthly support fund. The
fund should also be allocated continuously.

2. The reimbursement process should be speeded up

3. All the provincial policeman should be explained about the regulations

on reimbursement and the methods to repay such a fund.
