The study was conducted for the following objectives : (1) to evaluate the
effectiveness of the training program on core student leaders to solve the drug problem in
schools, (2) point out the operational problem of the program, and (3) to use the research
result to improve the operation of the training program.

A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 240 high school students in
Makkasanphithaya School. Frequency, percentage, mean were used to describe the data.

The findings were briefly stated below.

1. The implementation of the training program was found to be rather highly
effective. The highly effective aspect was the students’ knowledge and understanding about
drugs. The three aspects that were rather highly effective were leadership potential, ability
to carry out activities useful to the peers and the community, and behavior of not being
indulged in drugs. The moderately effective aspect was the ability to form the Friend —
Warns — Friend Club.

2. Some important problems in implementing the training program were lack of
coordination between the school and the community, poor public relation about the training
program, lack of continuity in carrying out the drug prevention campaign, and lack of the
budget to increase the success of the training program.

Activities should
be held for all parties concerned to join in order to exchange their opinions.

2. The school should educate the students to have a correct knowledge and
understanding of the harmful effects of drugs. It should teach them important life skills to
save themselves from drugs. It should cooperate with the parents, the community, and
related agencies to set a plan together in preventing and solving the drug problem.

3. The school should set a policy on drug prevention and solution of the drug
problem. There should be remedial activities and recreational activities for the students
who used to be addicted to certain drugs. This is a way to rehabilitate them and to change

problem and to persuade the students in the risk group to be array from drugs.
